In 2016, the hotel was built next to the old, renovated Villa Gans with its historic 
flair. An ensemble of old and modern surrounded by a 100.000 m² park. Just the 
right place for us to celebrate our birthday in style.

55 YEARS MCD
	 On 9 October 1971, Nik Börsch, Pius Kuhlmann, Uwe Schuck, Thomas Schä-
fer, Manfred Monkos, Helmut Mayer, Karlheinz Bölling and Karl-Helmut Röttgen met at 
the Intercontinental Hotel in Frankfurt at the invitation of Nik Börsch to hold a consti-
tuent meeting to found a Morgan club. These are the founding fathers of our club, and 
we consider this date to be our founding date. Of the founders, Karl-Helmut Röttgen 
from Baden-Württemberg is still with us. 
 
	 On 3 January 1975, Morgan-Club Deutschland e.V. was entered into the regis-
ter of associations.

	 The first president was Nik Börsch, followed by Pius Kuhlmann, Jürgen Bell, 
Konrad Müller, Hartmut Scholz, Iwan Weese, Rolf Stockbauer, Rolf Karl, Klaus Weiss, 
Rolf Neumann, Detlef Lau and Eugen Fincke.

	 At the 1983 Whitsun meeting at Eibsee, 152 Morgans with 300 participants 
attended the gathering. Today, despite having four times as many members, we can 
barely achieve this number of Morgans. However, we now have nine active sections 
offering a wide range of excursions and regular get-togethers.

	 In 2011, we celebrated 40 years of MCD with meetings in Bad Honnef, the 
Nice of the Rhineland, and in Bad Orb.

	 Eight members have been with the club for 50 years. Fifty-two have been 
with us for 40 years. 

	 At the end of 1971, the club had 18 members; by spring 1977, it had grown to 
89, and by autumn 1980, it had 202 members. Today, the club has just under 1,250 
members, around 30 of whom are under 30 years old. The club is growing steadily and 
is more attractive than ever. Every year, 140-145 new members join, and after adjusting 
for departures, we grow by 100 members each year.

	 1971–2026. The MCD hasn‘t really aged; it‘s still the down-to-earth, family-ori-
ented club it always was, and it will remain so in the future. Let‘s celebrate 55 years 
and look forward to the future with joy.

START
The anniversary meeting will commence with the opening of the exhibition  
‘Morgan Icons’ at 4 p.m. 

We toast this extraordinary collection with a glass of sparkling wine. We have put 
together an exhibition of 20 Morgan icons for you that has never been seen before in 
Germany. You don‘t see icons like these every day. The oldest vehicle is a three-whee-
ler from 1924 and the youngest is the Morgan Midsummer from 2025. So as not to 
give everything away, here are just a few examples. We also have the GT3 racing car, of 
which there are only two in the world, on display for you to see up close. 
 

Each participant in the meeting will 	
receive a book with the stories of 
the icons. (1 book per Morgan).	

CHECK-IN / PARKING
We are expecting you from 2pm. Check-in is located about 30 metres from the 
Morgan Icons exhibition, just before the exit to the car park. You will be welcomed 
there, helped to unload your luggage and then please drive quickly to the car park.

From the car park it is the same 250m 
walk back, unfortunately the path climbs 
a little and therefore we have reserved a 
few spaces in the multi-storey car park 
above the car exhibition for those who 
are not so good on foot. Please let us 
know when you register. However, the 
Morgan will not be able to leave the car 
park until Saturday.

Places are allocated according to 
availability. Once you have returned 
from the car park, you will check in 
at the hotel. We will help  
with your luggage. Once you‘ve 
checked into your room, we‘ll see 
you at 4pm for the opening of the 
“Morgan Icons” exhibition and then 
for a get-together.

         / FRANKFURT 
After breakfast, Friday begins with the general menbers meeting at 10 a.m.  
In addition to other items on the agenda (invitation will be sent out in good time), 
we will elect our president, chief financial officer and sports director. 
 
At around 12:30 p.m., we will take the shuttle bus to Frankfurt.  
There, we have organised various attractions for you to choose from.

Attraction 1
City tour through Frankfurt on the unique Ebbelwei Express. A city guide 
explains everything along the route. The tour starts at 2 p.m. at the main station, 
lasts around 2 hours and ends at the local station, just 250 metres from our 
Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-Schneider. Apple wine spritzer, apple juice spritzer or 
water are served on the express. We have 3 carriages with a maximum of 66 seats 
available.

Attraction 2
Bus tour through Frankfurt. A city guide explains everything along the route. 
Highlights of the tour: Frankfurt city centre, old Jewish cemetery, banks of the 
Main, European Central Bank and Großmarkthalle, Osthafen, Sachsenhausen, Alte 
Oper, IG Farben building, Palmengarten and much more. The tour starts at 2 p.m. 
at the main railway station, lasts around 2.5 hours and ends at our Ebbelwoi res-
taurant Dauth-Schneider. Apple juice spritzer or water is served on the bus. 
Approximately 100 people can take part in this attraction.

GET TOGETHER
After the exhibition of the Morgan icons, we will meet for a get-together  
on the terrace in front of the bar and in the bar with finger food and drinks. 
If you like, you can stay there until 7 pm for the barbecue evening in the 
Villa Gans. Look forward to a hearty BBQ, of course we have also prepared a 
vegetarian option.  

From 10 p.m. onwards, there will be chatting at the bar.

Attraction 3
Rosemarie Nitribitt, in the footsteps of Frankfurt‘s ‘high-class prostitute’.  
This tour is only suitable for participants who are  
good walkers. The tour starts at 2 p.m. at the 
main railway station. The death of the high-class 
prostitute working in Frankfurt became the first  
social scandal of the young Federal Republic of  
Germany. An exciting tour combining a search for 
criminal clues with a journey back in time to a 
Frankfurt long gone.  
The tour ends at Stiftstrasse. From there,  
it is 1.6 km to the Ebbelwoi restaurant 
Dauth-Schneider. 25 people can take part.

Attraction 4
Guided tour of the station district,  
FFM red light district, lifestyle & diversity On this  
tour, you will discover a fascinating  
melange of red-light district, hipster hangouts,  
traditional Frankfurt cuisine and cosmopolitan Michelin-starred cuisine, often in 
magnificent Wilhelminian-style buildings, in the middle of the metropolis between 
the railway station and the banking district, just a stone‘s throw away from the Mu-
seumsufer. The tour starts at 2 p.m. at the main railway station, where it also ends. 
From there, it is 2.3 km to the Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-Schneider. 25 people 
can participate. 

Attraction 5
Guided tour of St. Paul‘s Church, followed by an independent visit to the Klein-
markthalle or free time. This tour is only suitable for participants who are good 
walkers. Start: 2 p.m. at St. Paul‘s Church. The Kleinmarkthalle is 1.3 km from the 
Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-Schneider. 25 people can take part.

Attraction 6
General tour of Frankfurt‘s city history. This tour is only for participants who 
are good walkers. It starts at 2 p.m. at the Römer. The tour lasts 2 hours and ends 
back at the Römer. From there, it is 1.3 km to the Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-
Schneider. 25 people can take part.

Attraction 7
Discover Frankfurt – between the banks of the Main and the charm of the 
old town. This tour is only for participants who are good walkers. It starts at 2 
p.m. at the Römer. The tour lasts 2 hours and ends back at the Römer. From there, 
it is 1.3 km to the Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-Schneider. 25 people can take 
part.

Attraction 8
Cruise on the Main River with a view of Germany‘s most famous skyline. Starts 
at 2 p.m. at Eiserner Steg. Duration: 100 minutes. From there, it is 0.9 km to the 
Ebbelwoi restaurant Dauth-Schneider. 25 people can participate.

Attraction 9
Tours on your own, e.g. Städele Museum, Freßgass, etc.  
Start: 2 p.m. at the Römer. Arrival no later than 5 p.m. at the Epplwoi pub or meet 
at the Römer to walk together with participants from other tours to the Ebbel-
woi restaurant Dauth-Schneider.
